The NORTHLAND BARBERSHOP CHORUS  of the Sault Ontario Chapter of SPEBSQSA - Society for the Preservation and Encouragement of Barbershop Quartet Singing in America - is proud to announce its’ 35TH ANNUAL SHOW  will be presented Saturday, April 10th, 1999.  The show starts at 8:00 p.m. at the Kiwanis  Community Theatre Centre and is entitled: PHANTOM OF THE BARBERSHOP II:  SON OF PHANTOM.





The 40-man chorus will present songs in traditional four-part barbershop harmony within the context of an original play co-written by chorus members Bruce Clarida, Bill Webb, Stephen Patterson and Bob Shami.  The play is a sequel to our successful 1994 show, which parodied the more famous Phantom drama by Andrew Lloyd Webber.  It is now 20 years later.  The Phantom, (played by HARRY HOUSTON), who has come to embrace Barbershop music, has a teenaged son, (GREG HUTTON), who cares neither for Opera nor Barbershop but instead is enthralled with … Rap music!  (gasp!)  The story describes with humour and poignancy, the strained relationship between father and son as they finally come to appreciate one another.  It is music which ultimately bridges the gap between them.  This truly is a family show, in more ways than one.  





The  NORTHLAND CHORUS, under the direction of BOB SHAMI and DON BAZELY will be joined by popular local quartet: TAKE IV,  who have done 30-40 local and regional performances each year since 1995.


Making their debut on our show this year will be the new local quartet:  EUPHONIX .   





Our guest quartet is ranked among the Top 10 in the world by SPEBSQSA.  They are POWER  PLAY and hail from the Detroit area.  Their name derives from the fact that they are a family quartet (a father, his two sons, and his nephew) and believe they enjoy a “ man advantage” over other quartets due to the genetic similarity of their voices and regional accents.  This allows for a unique harmonic blend often seen only in family groups:  (e.g.) The Mills Brothers, The Rankin Family, The Judds, The Everly Brothers, The Bee Gees and countless others.
